You can adjust an ebook's font size, book layout, and
lighting. As you read, you can also add bookmarks,

create notes and highlights, and define words.

For audiobooks, you can skip backward or forward,
increase playback speed up to 3x, and set a sleep
timer until the end of the chapter or for 5, 10, 30

minutes, or more.
