Dr. Frederick LaBrecque, founder of St. Maryôs 

Hospital obstetrics/ gynecology department,  president of  

the Waterbury Medical Association and the New England     

Society for Obstetrics and Gynecology, and winner of the     

Republican-Americanôs annual ñBaby Derbyò,  delivering 

over 12,000  Waterbury babies.  

       Nicholas P. Augelli,  Crosby High School basketball 

coach since 1970, whose teams have won three state 

championships. Heôs had the most wins in the city, and is    

second in the Naugatuck Valley League. He has been  

president of the Board of  Aldermen, served on the finance 

and fire boards, and the  police commission, but he     

cherishes most the title ñcoachò.
