This is 
the first of a quarterly column as the Books & Happenings 
becomes a quarterly newsletter. We are offering a large 
selection of Civil War books in September. With autumn 
approaching, the holidays are not too far off. Sometime in 
November, check out our sale tables for our holiday 
items, which will include hardcovers and paperbacks, 
CDs, DVDs, VHS, and large books of varying holiday inter-
ests. You may want to pick up some for gift giving/
stocking stuffers, or just buy some for yourself and enjoy 
reading some lovely holiday stories. Also, check out our 
sale crates in the Children’s Department for holiday items.  
 
Just a reminder: our bookstore is set up as an ongoing book sale. All books on the shelves are priced at $1 for 
hardcovers and 50¢ for any size paperback.
